For each game, managers will bring a printout of their 
roster on official scorecards.  That’s 1,200 games! 
 
Bars and restaurants should note:  Your ad or coupon 
is in front of the team the entire game, right when they 
are making their eating and drinking decisions.  That’s 
almost 3,000 players!

Preparation 
Our graphic designer can create an ad for the flat fee of $75 for an animated banner ad and 
$50 for static or smaller ads.  No fees will be charged to post ads you provide.  Please contact 
us for advertising specifications.

Animated or static banner ad at the top of CSL web pages.  
Displayed in rotation, with 40,000 views guaranteed.

Bottom Ad (quarter-, half-, or full-size) 
Animated or static ad on the side of CSL web pages. 
Displayed in rotation, with 30,000 views guaranteed.

Scorecards
